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Information for Teachers
The JRSOs will be supported in their work by the Road Safety & Travel Awareness team. Information and resources will be regularly updated on the Road wise website including termly competitions. It is helpful to have somebody at school who will support the Junior Road Safety Officers. This can be a teacher, classroom assistant or parent. 
· It is recommended that you try to have regular meetings with the Junior Road Safety Officers and give them lots of encouragement and support

· Encourage them to come up with their own ideas for initiatives such as competitions or assemblies.

· Make sure they are keeping a file with a record of their activities. This could include copies of their competitions and winning entries, photographs of their activities and assemblies and ‘road safety tip of the week’.
· Provide a prominent display area where road safety information can be seen by everyone and regularly update this notice board.

· Make your own school JRSO newsletter
