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THE JUNIOR ROAD SAFETY OFFICERS SCHEME

I would like to invite your school to help spread the Road Safety message by introducing the Junior Road Safety Officer Scheme.

The aim of the JRSO Scheme is to encourage children to take responsibility for their fellow pupils by addressing road safety issues on a regular basis throughout the school year.  Prioritising Road Safety is an excellent way to meet statutory requirements and to promote personal development and well-being.  As well as meeting PSHE and Citizenship curriculum requirements, Road Safety education can also help you meet health and environmental targets and awards.
We would ask each school to nominate two enthusiastic pupils who will be in year 5 in September 2011 as JRSOs.  Their task will be to organise road safety initiatives, which may include participating in assemblies, displaying information or organising competitions within the school.

The JRSO’s will be supported in their work by the Road Safety & Travel Awareness team. Information and resources will be regularly updated on the Road wise website including termly competitions. If they also have the support of a member of school staff this will give credibility to their work but the onus is on the pupils to raise awareness of road safety.   It is hoped that the school will provide a prominent display area where road safety information can be seen by everyone.
